arrival, deputies established a perimeter around the residence. I was later learned  owned several 
firearms, which he had access to and was the only person remaining inside the residence. 

Sgt McDonald arrived on scene and established communication with  via phone. After several 
minutes of dialogue,  refused to exit the residence peacefully. Deputy Galarza would later make 
contact with  who advised the following: 

 advised he and  have been together for over twenty years but had been arguing for the past 
several days over their relationship.  advised he had given  an ultimatum and told him he 
needed to leave the residence in the coming days.  advised upon his arrival home on today's date, he 
noticed  was agitated and went "crazy" and began arguing.  advised after walking away from 

 for a few moments her-returned to their room and discovered  had the handgun pointed at his 
head, threatening to shoot himself.  advised  kept repeating "I'm gonna do it".  repeatedly 
told  he needed to put the gun down, which he refused.  threatened to "blow" his brains out if 
police showed up. 

Due to  refusing to exit the residence peacefully and him not being an immediate threat to others, it 
was decided deputies would discontinued communication with   was strongly encouraged not 
to returned to the residence for the rest of the evening. 
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making suicidal threats.  then called 911 which lead  to state that if he was contacted by law 
enforcement, he would shoot himself.  refused to corn plete a sworn written statement, however, he 
swore his verbal statement was true and correct.
