• Body Armor
• Full eye protection and full ear protection
• Note taking material
• Ammo will be provided

ATTIRE: Clothing: Normal duty uniform based on assignment, NO SHORTS.
(no red t-shirts or hats allowed)

NOTE:** Class will expose students to stress and moderate physical discomfort due 
to the dynamic nature of the drills and scenarios.**
